LinkedIn Update/Peery Park Development
On July 2314, 2013, a group of SNAIL residents spoke at the
Sunnyvale City Council meeting. Sunnyvale residents spoke about
how LinkedIn affects their daily lives now and concerns about
future large projects in Peery Park. In addition to the two 100 feet
tall LinkedIn buildings, two more 100 feet tall buildings are in the
planning stages. Sunnyvale City Council said they would review
projects closer before approving projects. You can read about it in
the Sunnyvale Sun August 9™ on page 5 or on-line at
http://www.mercurynews.com/ci_23817726/sunnyvale-city-
council-places-more-restrictions-peery-park or email me and I’ll
send you the link.

At the same July 23" city council meeting, we heard many
different issues on the agenda. Interestingly, we found out
Sunnyvale residents within 1,000 feet of proposed dog parks were
notified. However, SNAIL residents within only 300 feet were
notified of the LinkedIn project that takes up a whole city block
and so tall that the zoning was changed to allow the project.

There are two groups in the SNAIL neighborhood addressing the
Peery Park development issues. The SNAIL group is called
Mathilda Development Committee. Its purpose is to find out
why the LinkedIn project got approved without more input from
the neighborhood, traffic, and to make recommendations at a
SNAIL general meeting.

The other group is a grass roots group of SNAIL residents that is
not part of the SNAIL neighborhood organization. The group is
called Sunnyvale Residents for Preserving and Enhancing
Quality Neighborhoods. It was formed to address our immediate
and future concerns regarding the LinkedIn buildings.

If you are interested in either group, please contact me. And if you
think the LinkedIn buildings look bad now, wait until the leaves
fall off the trees this fall.

3. Second Speaker: Trudi Ryan, Planning Officer, City of
Sunnyvale, Trudi gave a history of the planning and development
in the Peery Park area.
