Brief Summary of May Meeting Minutes
*Announcements: John Cordes passed out postcards the Sierra
Club supplied to send to Gov. Brown to stop fracking.

*Guest Speaker Tony Giles, Sunnyvale Risk Manager: Tony
Giles spoke on City Permits and Insurance. The City has no rule
re insurance until a permit is needed such as for a Special Event.
Special Event being an event that would usually have an impact on
Sunnyvale such as closing streets or a large crowd expected that
would cause a traffic issue. The City makes sure when they
sponsor a Special Event that the vendor is insured and the City is
added to the vendor’s insurance policy. Also spoke re Umbrella
Ins. vs. Liability Ins. Liability Ins. is bodily harm insurance.
Umbrella Ins. — covers variety such as property, compensation,
general liability and workers comp. Usually insurance for garage
sales is not needed unless it crosses over to a Special Event.
Organizations are not required to carry insurance except for
Special Events but some do buy through a larger organization.
*Newsletter Editor needed for 2 months: SNAIL’s newsletter is
taking a 2 month break and temporary Editor is needed.

*Yard Sale: Sign-up sheet passed around. Jim Quaderer
mentioned help is needed with picking up large items. Sharon
McKnight offered to take care of the signs. Discussion re
Goodwill paying for filled up 30’ dumpsters and this might be an
alternative to the yard sale next year.

*Dumpster Day: Barry Boole announced the City was ready to
drop off the dumpsters on 6/14/2014 — will be available until 2pm
that day.
