TV Reception Status 

On Feb. 23
rd

, five neighbors from the streets 

around Pine Ave. (SRPEQN), met with the 

City Manager and staff regarding many issues 

related to the buildings at 505 N. Mathilda 

Ave. (“LinkedIn” or now “Apple” buildings). 

One of the issues was the loss of reliable 

over-the-air TV reception since the steel frames of these buildings 

were erected in June of 2013. We had asked the City to 

investigate if our over-the-air TV reception could be restored to 

the way it was before and, if not, for restoration of basic service 

via cable TV or similar service.  The City explored the interference 

issue with radio frequency engineering experts who found it was 

very difficult to remedy the situation (and could create additional 

problems). The City declined our request to provide 

reimbursement for cable services to restore our TV programming 

to what it was before. This means that the City expects affected 

residents to either accept bad TV reception or pay for services like 

cable. As of this writing, SRPEQN has not yet met to decide how to 

respond to the City’s latest response.  If you would like to contact 

us about TV reception, please send an email to:
