Announcements: Dustyn Bindel, Community Services Coordinator
for Columbia Neighborhood Center, would like to become more
involved with SNAIL in regards to his work with Columbia School.
He was not at the meeting, so this needs to be discussed with
him.

National Night Out: There were about a hundred fewer SNAIL
attendees this year than last. Other neighborhoods also
experienced a reduced attendance this year. The band performed
for free and it was suggested that they be reimbursed for their
gas since they came from out of the area. Again, many felt the
band played too loudly. Dave Cortese and Jim Davis were in
attendance as well as a hook and ladder fire truck. Root beer
floats were popular this year.
