Brief Summary of January General Meeting Minutes
Standing Rules — Newsletter Policies: A proposal to adopt a policy
for renewing and accepting future advertisers and also a policy for
fundraiser and non-profit articles in the newsletter were
discussed for consideration as standing rules.

High-density
housing is scheduled to replace the park, consisting of sixty luxury
units and twelve affordable units.
