Highlights of SNAIL General Meeting — OCTOBER
Summit School: The project is currently under a 4™ round of
Planning and Public Works review. If the project can be deemed
complete soon, a Planning Commission public hearing would be
scheduled in November/December timeframe.

Social Secretary’s Report: November’s Dinner Night Out will be
Friday, November 16th, 7:00 pm at the Tia Juana.

Candidate Forum Report/Expenses (Valerie): Four out of six
candidates attended our forum. There is a rule if one of two
candidates for the same seat cannot attend, the second cannot sit
on a panel. Valerie’s costs came to $130. The motion to pay
Valerie passed with eleven votes. Adobe Wells, the largest mobile
home park in California, also held a candidate forum with
Lakewood Village and two other mobile home parks. 135
attended their event. Two candidates for each chair came on
stage at a time and answered questions.

Proposition 10 (Valerie): Prop 10 deals with affordable housing
for seniors. If passed, the City will be able to bring in a rent ceiling
for seniors. The City will have the power to do what it wants.
However, a few of the candidates have taken builders’” money to
fund their campaign.

Standing Rule for Block Parties: A new standing rule was voted in
unanimously: “Reimbursement shall be up to $25 + $4 per
resident, their children and guests who attend. Reimbursement
cannot be higher than amount shown on receipts submitted with
the reimbursement request.”

Block Rep vs. Distributor: Some new people have the impression
a block rep gets feedback from the block and speaks for that block
at the SNAIL meeting along with distributing newsletters. So, it
was suggested ‘distributor’ was a better label. The vote did not
pass, with four in favor, five against, and one abstention.

Sunnyvale to Change its Voting System

The City of Sunnyvale was given notice that they need to change
how City Council members are elected or risk getting sued under
the California Voting Rights Act. This means that the city will have
to change from seats elected at large, to districts. San Jose has
had district voting for a long time. Santa Clara, Menlo Park,
Fremont and many other cities in California are changing to
district elections. There have been a few cities that have
challenged this in court, none have won.

The idea is that district seats allow underrepresented groups to
have a city council member from their own community and,
therefore, are better represented on the council. One of the
benefits of creating districts in Sunnyvale is that developer money
will have less influence, because grassroots candidates would only
need to market to the residents in their district instead of the
entire city. Some people claim that districts create parochialism in
that city council members would only care about what is best for
their district. Others claim that in our current system, only
particular pockets of residents are represented by the city council
members anyway.

Regardless of the pros and cons, the city must do this or face a
lawsuit that would cost millions and lose anyway. The city is
planning to have public input sessions on how best to create the
districts — stay tuned!

When you
return with a goody bag, send me an email vicechair @ snail .org
and | will let you know where to drop them off. Thank you.
The following items are always welcome: The shelter can use
products for both volunteers and residents. Nothing will go to
waste. Last year, my dentist donated a few boxes of gloves. Your
janitorial company may have a surplus of products. If you wish to
donate items, know someone with supplies or work for a
company that has a surplus of items, by all means — it won’t go to
waste; the shelter will always be able to use your generous gifts.
Last year, SNAIL donated over 2,500 home-baked goods; 52
gallons of milk and juices; the year before, 100 wool beanies were
donated, 200 toiletry kits were handed out, condiments, hot
sauces and salad dressing always brought to us with our dinner
when we dine out.
Time to volunteer: To let other community groups volunteer at
the shelter, SNAIL will only spends two (2) evenings a month this
year. SNAIL as a group will be at the first and second Wednesdays.
Spending a couple of hours, two nights a month to serve meals at
the shelter makes a huge difference in the lives of the residents.
No prior experience necessary: all you need is a smile, willingness
to help a few hours, a TB test, and a couple of signatures on the
volunteer forms. So please consider helping us and getting to
know your SNAIL neighbors. You will be amazed how gratifying
these two hours will be in your week. Teens 13+ and young adults
welcome and can count towards their community hours. Refer to
the SNAIL event calendar on page one to view the dates SNAIL will
be at the shelter.
