2. Guest Speakers: What are your topics of interest? Send
suggestions and recommendations via an email to Marco Vasquez
at SNAILvicechair@snail.org.

3. Yard Sale Proceeds (Tarik and Barbara): We netted $1,290. For
future yard sales: Hope Services (408-748-2874) will pick up items
from community yard sales and are selective as to the quality of
the items they take. (No mattresses or baby furniture). Also,
lookout for people dropping off large items; if items do not sell and
are not of good quality, it is up to SNAIL to dispose of them. Having
more volunteers to monitor the store during the day so
coordinators can monitor donations would be very helpful.

4. Newsletter Discussion: Topics included having a printed version
again; frequency; several previous Block Reps who used to deliver
on their blocks are no longer available; longer lead time and many
volunteers are needed to produce printed newsletters to count,
label, bundle and deliver — this process increases the time to
produce the monthly newsletter.
