FOOD SCRAPS PILOT 
Beginning in multi-family homes on May 11th, a food 

scraps collection pilot was rolled out at Arques Place, a 

large multi-family complex. All residents in the 85-unit 

complex received a countertop pail and a how-to flyer 

prior to having their existing garbage carts swapped for split 

garbage/FoodCycle carts. Arques Place is the largest multi-family 

complex in Sunnyvale with food scraps collection. It joins several 

smaller complexes piloting the food scraps program with split carts. 

These pilot programs help City staff and Specialty prepare for the food 

scraps rollout to all multi-family homes, which begins January 2022. 

The pilots will serve as a learning experience and will help us 

successfully roll out the full program.

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WATER SHORTAGE EMERGENCY 
On June 9th, the Valley Water (VW) Board 

declared a water shortage emergency and 

urged Santa Clara County to proclaim a 

local emergency. The Board called for a 

15% water use reduction compared to 2019 

water use. Sunnyvale receives on average 

50% of its water supply from VW, and the 

other 50% from San Francisco Public Utilities Commission (SFPUC). 

The SFPUC has informed Sunnyvale that it has adequate water supply 

to meet water demands, however, it requested 10% voluntary water 

use reduction in irrigation during the summer months as compared 

to 2020 water use.    

Already in effect in Sunnyvale or is a standard practice:  
• Restrict water sprinkler use between 9 a.m. to 5 p.m.  

• Prohibit use of defective plumbing, sprinklers etc.  

• Prohibit the use of potable water for washing hardscape (except 

for health and safety). 

• Prohibit serving drinking water at eating establishments other than 

by request. 

• Wash vehicles with a shut-off nozzle. 

• Require commercial car washes to recirculate at least 50% of the 

water.
